two.­ Addressing­ each­ of

these­ weighty­ issues­ requires­ planning­ and­ foresight.

Planning­is­occurring­at­many­levels.­

Starting­ at­ a­ macro-level,­ there­ is­ the­ Lehigh­ Valley

Planning­Commission­(“LVPC”).­The­LVPC­was­formed­by

Lehigh­and­Northampton­Counties­ in­1961­ to­create­a­bi-

county­comprehensive­plan­to­guide­orderly­growth­in­the

two­counties.­The­purpose­of­ the­LVPC­ is­ to­promote­ the

health,­ safety­ and­ general­ welfare­ of­ the­ Lehigh­ Valley

region­ in­ accordance­with­ the­ provisions­ of­ the­ Penn­syl­-

vania­Municipalities­Planning­Code­(the­“MPC”).­The­MPC

is­ the­ source­ from­which­municipalities,­ like­ ours,­ derive

their­authority­to­regulate­land­use­and­development­within

their­respective­borders.­The­tools­to­do­so­are­zoning­ordi-

nances,­official­maps­and­comprehensive­plans.­In­2019,­the

LVPC­released­a­fifth­comprehensive­plan­called­FutureLV.

FutureLV­establishes­goals,­policies­and­actions­designed­to

carry­the­region­through­at­least­2045.­

One­of­the­most­important­functions­the­LVPC­serves­is

to­ review­ most­ large­ development­ plans­ submitted­ to

municipalities­ in­ the­Valley.­ Its­ review­ is­on­an­advisory

basis­only.­The­purpose­of­the­review­is­to­confirm­compli-

ance­with­ Future­ LV­ as­well­ as­ local­ planning­ priorities

and­to­identify­meaningful­deviations­therefrom.­To­meet

its­ mission­ and­ goals,­ the­ LVPC’s­ staff­ of­ professional

planners­works­with­ its­Commissioners­who­ come­ from

among­the­community­it­serves.­I­had­the­pleasure­of­serv-

ing­ as­ an­ LVPC­Commissioner­ from­ 2019­ through­ 2022.

Chairman­ Diacogiannis­ had­ served­ as­ a­ Commissioner

from­2001­to­2019.

A­peculiarity­of­the­MPC­is­that­it­requires­each­munic-

ipality­ to­ provide­ for­ an­ extremely­ broad­ array­ of­ uses

within­ its­ borders.­ This­ requirement­ poses­ considerable

challenges­ for­a­community­such­as­ours­which­ is­pretty

much­ built-out.­ In­ 2019,­ the­ Township­ joined­ with­ the

Boroughs­of­Bath,­Chapman,­Nazareth,­Stockertown­and

Tatamy­and­ the­Townships­of­Bushkill,­Lower­Nazareth,

Moore­ and­Upper­Nazareth­ to­ create­ the­Nazareth­Area

Multi-Municipal­ Comprehensive­ Plan­ (“Naz-Plan”).­ The

LVPC­guided­the­municipalities­ in­the­process­as­profes-

sional­consultant.­The­purpose­of­the­Naz-Plan­is­to­enable

each­participating­municipality­to­shape­a­collective­vision

for­the­future.­

While­the­Township­retains­its­autonomy­and­control,

planning­as­a­region­enables­these­municipalities­to­part-

ner­to­address­common­priorities,­including­the­preserva-

tion­ of­ environmental­ and­ historic­ assets­ which­ are­ of

regional­importance.­Naz-Plan­joins­the­Northern­Lehigh

Multi-Municipal­ Comprehensive­ Plan,­ the­ Southern

Lehigh­ County­ Comprehensive­ Plan­ and­ the­ Plan­ Slate

Belt­group­as­one­more­multi-municipal­plan­in­the­Valley.

FutureLV,­the­multi-municipal­plans­and­much­more­can

be­ accessed­ at­ https://LVPC.org.­ With­ the­ Naz-Plan­ in

hand­as­a­road­map­for­future­development,­the­next­chal-

lenge­ for­ the­ Township­ and­ its­ nine­ partners­ will­ be­ to

review­and­update­their­respective­body­of­ordinances­to

insure­that­they­are­adequate­to­meet­the­aspirations­con-

tained­in­the­plan­itself.­Let­the­planning­continue.­

MESSAGE FROM
THE CHIEF

In­ 2022,­ the­ Colonial
Regional­Police­Department
responded­to­approximately
8,793­ calls­ for­ service.­ Of
those,­156­were­thefts­or­at­-
tempted­ thefts­ in­ Hanover
Township.­Most­were­thefts
from­unlocked­motor­vehicles­which­were­parked­outside
of­the­owner’s­residence,­and­the­majority­of­these­thefts
happened­in­the­nighttime­hours.­Other­theft­reports­were
thefts­ of­ packages­ from­ porches­ and­ mailboxes.­ Also
reported­were­several­victims­scammed­by­phone­calls.­

There­ are­ simple­ ways­ to­ avoid­ being­ the­ victim­ of
these­“crimes­of­opportunity”.­Keep­your­car­doors­locked
when­your­ car­ is­parked­ in­your­driveway­or­at­ a­ store.
Most­ thieves­ will­ bypass­ a­ vehicle­ when­ they­ find­ the
doors­locked.­Never­leave­anything­of­value­in­your­vehi-
cle­like­laptops,­purses,­or­wallets.­Especially­don’t­ leave
them­ in­ plain­ sight.­ If­ you’re­ expecting­ a­ package­ to­ be
delivered­to­your­home,­make­sure­you­track­it.­When­it’s
delivered,­immediately­have­it­removed.­If­you­are­not­at
home­ to­ remove­ it­ yourself,­ ask­ a­ neighbor­ or­ a­ family
member­to­do­it­for­you.­Thefts­of­packages­from­porches
happen­ at­ all­ times­ during­ the­ year,­ but­ the­ frequency
increases­during­the­holidays.­As­for­phone­scams,­never
provide­any­personal­ information­such­as­ social­ security
numbers,­bank­account­numbers,­or­credit­card­numbers
to­ someone­ on­ any­ unsolicited­ phone­ call.­ The­ IRS­will
only­ contact­ you­by­mail,­ and­no­ legitimate­ agency­will
ask­you­to­pay­for­something­or­pay­a­fine­by­having­you
purchase­any­type­of­gift­card­and­reading­the­card­num-
bers­to­them­over­the­phone.­Some­of­ the­more­common
phone­ scams­ are­ the­ scammers­ calling­ and­ telling­ you
there­is­a­warrant­out­for­your­arrest­or­that­a­family­mem-
ber­has­been­arrested­and­they­need­bail­money.­Another
scam­is­ that­you­won­money­and­that­you­must­pay­ the
taxes­before­they­can­send­you­your­winnings.­Remember
the­adage,­“if­it’s­too­good­to­be­true,­it­probably­is”.­

Keep­yourself­safe­by­taking­a­few­easy­steps.­Let­your
family­or­neighbors­know­when­you’re­expecting­deliver-
ies­or­when­you­are­having­work­done­on­or­around­your
property.­ If­ you­ are­ going­ away­ for­ an­ extended­period,
make­ sure­ your­house­ is­ locked­up,­ lights­ are­ on­ timers
and­your­mail­is­stopped­or­being­picked­up­by­a­friend­or
family­member.­Be­aware­of­your­surroundings.­If­some-
thing­is­suspicious­or­out­of­place­in­your­neighborhood,­it
should­ be­ reported­ to­ the­ police­ by­ calling­ the
Northampton­County­911­Center’s­non-emergency­num-
ber,­610-759-2200,­or­by­simply­dialing­911.
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Tips to help keep safe in the cold weather.
When­you­are­outside,­frostbite

and­hypothermia­are­possible,­so
you­need­to­protect­yourself.
1. ­Wear­layers­of­loose-fitting,

lightweight,­warm­clothing.
2. ­Wear­a­hat.­Try­to­stay­dry­and

out­of­the­wind.
3. ­Cover­your­mouth­to­protect

your­lungs­from­extreme­cold.
4. ­Mittens,­snug­at­the­wrist,­are­better­than­gloves.

What are the warning signs of Hypothermia?
Sometimes­ it­ is­ hard­ to­ tell­ if­ a­ person­ has

hypothermia.­Look­for­clues.­Is­the­house­very­cold?
Is­the­person­not­dressed­for­cold­weather?­Is­the­per-
son­speaking­slower­than­normal­and­having­trouble
keeping­his­or­her­balance?

Early signs of Hypothermia:
4 ­Cold­feet­and­hands

4 ­Puffy­or­swollen­face

4 ­Pale­skin

4 ­Shivering­(in­some­cases­the­person­with­
­­­­­hypothermia­does­not­shiver)

4 ­Slower­than­normal­speech­or­slurring­words

4 ­Acting­sleepy

4 ­Being­angry­or­confused

Later signs of Hypothermia:
4 ­Moving­slowly,­trouble­walking,­or­being

clumsy

4 ­Stiff­and­jerky­arm­or­leg­movements

4 ­Slow­heartbeat

4 ­Slow,­shallow­breathing

4 ­Blacking­out­or­losing­consciousness
