County, was called to order by Chair Susan Lawless at the Hanover Township Municipal Office, 3630
Jacksonville Road, Bethlehem, PA, 18017 at 7:00 P.M.

Paul Rizzo, Representative of Empire Access, presented to the Board the fiber optic installation taking place

Mr. Rizzo explained it is a multi-month project working within the right-of-way to
install the fiber optic cable underground. Permit applications have also been submitted for aerial components
to PPL. Any property worked on or disturbed will be remediated and the contractors will seed the grass.

Mr. Pepitone moved the Board to approve Resolution 2026-10 and to authorize the Chair and
Township Secretary to execute the Intergovernmental Agreement with City of Bethlehem to appoint the City
of Bethlehem Police Department as the duly authorized agent for the purpose of providing police protection
for the Monocacy Park Complex and Facilities without any cost to Hanover Township. In addition, Hanover
Township appointed the City of Bethlehem’s EMS and Fire Department to provide the necessary EMS and
fire protection services.

STAFF REPORTS
Engineer — Mr. Kocher reported that the working group draft of the AFHBD uses is being reviewed and
modified with Mr. Hudson.

Solicitor — Mr. Broughal had nothing to report.

Public Works Director — Mr. Limpar reported that yard waste is back in session. A tree at College Heights
Park fell on the swing set and insurance covered it. A new swing set is ordered and the Public Works
Department will replace the swing set once it arrives. Street sweeping has begun on the main roads and
developments. The First Responders Park Pavilion is complete with just a few punch list items remaining.
The Public Works Department has begun mowing and mulching the parks.

Mr. Limpar reiterated to residents that you should not place yard waste in the Casela toters.

Township Manager — Mr. Hudson reported that the Hanover Township Community Center had a question-
and-answer performance with Ted Donatelli on April 9. Mr. Donatelli put on a good show and played some
classic songs. Jack McCollum conducted the interview and kept the audience engaged. The Women Move
for Health Program is underway with 30 women registered for the program. Spring programming includes
Toddler Time, Martial Arts, and Youth Tennis. HTCC is accepting donations for Walk to End Alzheimer’s.
The Easton Municipal Band and Liberty Alumni Band will put on a joint performance Saturday, April 25 at
3:00pm.

Mr. Hudson reported that the letters for the stormwater project on Gaspar Avenue have been mailed. Some
residents have contacted the Township to be placed on the mailing list for updates regarding the project. The
Township IT company is working on the serverless transition. The Farmhouse Village construction has
begun on Jacksonville Road. Residents should expect road closures and delays on Jacksonville Road in the



next couple of weeks. The Township is continuing to receive complaints regarding electric and gas
bikes/dirtbikes on Municipal property. The Township is working with CRPD and will be placing signs
around the entrances and trails to the park.

Ms. Lawless noted the next Board of Supervisor meeting will be on Tuesday, May 12, 2026, at 7:00pm.
